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1.1. An Overview

1.3. OBJECTIVES OF THE REPORT

The main objective of the internship program is to familiarize myself with real market situation and compare it with bookish concept. The main objective of this report is to have an assessment about Consumers’ Credit Scheme of Prime Bank Limited. In addition the study seeks to achieve the following objectives:

· To know about the Consumers’ Credit Scheme of PBL, to identify its features and to compare this Scheme with the same schemes of other private sector banks.

· To familiarized with practical job environment.

· To have an exposure on the financial institution especially on banking environment of Bangladesh.

· To give a brief overview of Prime Bank Ltd. and the day to day functions and services offered by the bank

· To analyze the Islamic Banking situation and performance of Prime Bank Limited.

· To justify the extent of the use of MIS in Consumer Credit Scheme.

1.4. Scope

This report has been prepared through extensive discussion with bank employees, other leading commercial private banks, and with the clients. Prospectus provided by the banks at time of preparing the report, I had a great opportunity to have an in depth knowledge of “Consumer Credit Scheme” of Prime Bank Limited comparing with other prevailing commercial private Banks in our environment. The scope of this report is not only limited to the Prime Bank Ltd., but also the report is analytical based on practical observation, about the Consumers’ Credit Schemes of various Private sector Banks operation in our environment. 

1.5. METHODOLOGY OF THE REPORT

The nature of this report is descriptive, so instead of doing any survey or using sampling method, observation method is used to complete this qualitative research. Most of the necessary information has been collected by face to face interview with the employees working in this department, personal investigation with bankers, and maintaining daily diary which contains all the activities that has been observed in the bank.

1.5.1. Population: The study was conducted on the consumers’ Credit Scheme of Prime Bank Limited. Therefore, for the purpose of the study consumers’ credit schemes of all the branches of Prime Bank Limited were constraints of population of the study.

1.5.2. Sampling Unit: Only one branch of Prime Bank Limited would be the sampling unit for the study, i.e. Motijheel Branch,  Dhaka.

1.5.3. Sampling Technique: Random sampling used for the purpose of the study,

1.5.4. Sources of Data: The report is based on both primary and secondary sources of information. Interviewing the managers and officers of the bank, talking to the customers has provided the primary sources of information. Furthermore, different publications of the bank, annual reports, and the bank website were the secondary sources of data.

a) Primary Sources:

· Guidelines and suggestions from CCS in charge of Prime Bank limited.

· Interviewing with the bank officials, specially the principal officer of Consumers’ Credit Scheme of Prime Bank Ltd, Motijheel Branch.

b) Secondary Sources:

· Annual report of Prime Bank Ltd.

· Published Booklet of Prime Bank Ltd.

· Various published documents of other competing banks.

1.5.5. Data Collecting Technique: Fort the purpose of the study two methods of techniques used:

a) Observation

b) Interview

1.6. LIMATATIONS

Observing and analyzing the broad performances of a Bank and one of its Branches, moreover when the sample is only one branch, is not an easy job by this short duration of time (only one month). I am a not an employee of Prime Bank Ltd. Some data could not be collected due to security reason. However, omitting this, the report will help me understand the whole system of Consumers’ Credit Schemes on Banks in our environment. Some fetters at the time of preparing the report are tagged on below:

· The insufficiency of information is main constraint of the study. Moreover employees are not interested to provide all information due to security and other corporate obligation.

· The employees and clients are busy to provide me time for interview.

· Inexperience and time limitation were the constraints of the study.
2.1. PROFILE OF PRIME BANK LTD
Prime bank Limited was incorporated as a public limited company in Bangladesh as a Banking Company under the Companies Act 1994 and commenced it’s banking business with one branch from 1995. Now is has 44 branches all over Bangladesh. Out of the above 5 branches are run under Islamic Shariah, which is substantially differs from other branches run on a commercial conventional basis. The bank is listed with Dhaka Stock Exchange and Chittagong Stock Exchange as a publicly quoted Company for it’s general class of shares. 

2.2. COMPANY BACKGROUND

In the backdrop of economic liberalization and financial sector reforms, a group of highly successful local entrepreneurs conceived an idea of floating a commercial bank with different outlook. For them, it was competence, excellence and consistent delivery of reliable service with superior value products. Accordingly, Prime Bank Ltd. was created and commencement of business started on 17th April 1995. The sponsors are reputed personalities in the field of trade and commerce and their stake ranges from shipping to textile and finance to energy etc.
As a fully licensed commercial bank, a highly professional and dedicated team is managing Prime Bank Ltd. with long experience in banking. They constantly focus on understanding and anticipating customer needs. As the banking scenario undergoes changes so is the bank and it repositions itself in the changed market condition.

Prime Bank Ltd. has already made significant progress within a very short period of its existence. The bank has been graded as a top class bank in the country through internationally accepted CAMEL (Capital, Asset, Management, Earnings and Liquidity) rating. The bank has already occupied an enviable position among its competitors after achieving success in all areas of business operation.

Prime Bank Ltd. offers all kinds of Commercial, Corporate and Personal Banking services covering all segments of society within the framework of Banking Company Act and rules and regulations laid down by our central bank. Diversification of products and services include Corporate Banking, Retail Banking and Consumer Banking right from industry to agriculture, and real state to software.

The bank has consistently turned over good returns on Assets and Capital. During the year 2005, the bank has posted an operating profit of Tk. 1520.34 million and its capital funds stood at Tk 2808.00 million. Out of this, Tk. 1400.00 million consists of paid up capital by shareholders. The bank’s current capital adequacy ratio of 9.96%is in the market and much above the stipulated line of 8%. In spite of complex business environment and default culture, quantum of classified loan in the bank is very insignificant and stood at less than 0.96%
Prime Bank Ltd., since its beginning has attached more importance in technology integration. In order to retain competitive edge, investment in technology is always a top agenda and under constant focus. Keeping the network within a reasonable limit, their strategy is to serve the customers through capacity building across multi delivery channels. Their past performance gives an indication of their strength. They are better placed and poised to take their customers through fast changing times and enable them compete more effectively in the market they operate.

2.8. FUNCTIONAL STRUCTURE

2.8.1. GENERAL SERVICE DIVISION (GSD)

The functions of GSD are classified as Establishment and General Banking

(a) Establishment The main function of GSD is to procure and supply the tangible goods to branches of PBL. Those are

· Tangible functions of opening a branch, for example, interior decoration, making lease agreement.

· Print all security papers and bank stationeries, forms, registers and distribute them to the branches.

· Purchase and distribution of bank’s furniture and fixtures.

· Find out the demand of equipment from the branches and divisions and arrange the purchase and delivery of them to the branches concerned.

· Install and maintain different facilities in different branches.

(b) General Banking

General Department performs the majority functions of a bank. It is the core Department of any bank. The activities of GB of PBL are mainly divided into the following categories: 

· Account opening section.

· Local remittance section.

· Online branch banking section.

· Deposit scheme section.

· Clearing section.

· Collection section.

· Cash section.

· Accounts section.

2.8.2. HEAD OFFICE ACCOUNTS

It deals with the Head Office transactions with banks and its different branches and these are recorded under the following headings.

· Income and Expenditure Positioning: It maintains all the income and expenditure information.

· Cash Section: It handles cash expenditure for office operations and payments.

· Bills Section: It deals with inland bill transactions.

· Salary and Wages Section: Salary and wages of head office executives are given from this account.

· Provident Fund. Employees provident fund are maintained here.

2.8.3. CONSOLIDATION OF BRANCH ACCOUNTS

All branches of PBL have to periodically send their income and expenditure, profit and loss accounts to head office. This division consolidates all these information and makes statements to submit to Bangladesh Bank.

2.8.4. CREDIT DIVISION

The main functions of this division are:

· To manage PBL’s credit portfolio.

· Receive credit proposal from branches.

· Appraise and approve the proposals.

· Sanction letters and send them to branches.

· Monitor and follow up the loans and advances provided by the bank.

· Set up prices for credits and ensure their effectiveness.

· Prepare various statements to submit to Bangladesh Bank.

2.8.5. INTERNATIONAL DIVISION

This division is responsible for monitoring and supervising the foreign exchange dealings of the bank. It performs the following functions:

· Making guidelines and frameworks for foreign dealings complying the rules of Bangladesh Bank.

· Circulating instructions of Bangladesh Bank.

· Maintaining correspondence with foreign banks and exchange houses with which it has exchange arrangement.

· Monitoring NOSTRO accounts with banks in abroad.

· Fixing and sending foreign exchange rates to Authorized Dealer (AD) branches and Bangladesh Bank.

2.8.6. TREASURY

Treasury is considered to be an important division for income generation purpose within the head office. The treasury of PBL continues to efficiently manage bank’s cash flow. It optimizes the investment of the bank’s excess liquidity. Treasury is also expected to provide quality services and products to meet demand of the customer needs and play a major role in raising bank’s income.

2.8.7. COMPUTER DIVISION

This division operates and keeps the record of all transactions, assets, liabilities of PBL by using integrated software. Though the technology of PBL is not advanced, the computer division tries to provide the following functions:

· Supply and installation of computer as per requirement.

· Design software to support accounts operation.

· Train the officers and employees about the operation of different software.

· Updating the software if there is any lagging in its operation.

2.8.8. MARKETING DIVISION

There are two types of Marketing Division. These are:

Asset Marketing: It refers to various kinds of loan and advances. This division maintains communication with corporate clients, gives incentive to take loan from PBL and approaches them to borrow from PBL in profitable projects.

Liability Marketing: This refers to marketing for collecting funds through buying of depository products from large depositors. The division communicates to the persons or organization having excess fund of deposit, informs from them about the attractive feature of the depository products and convince them to invest in PBL in various deposit scheme.

2.8.9. HR DIVISION

The Human Resource Division performs the activities related to administration and personnel. The main functions of HRD are:

· Selection and recruitment of new personnel.

· Appropriate placement of human resources.

· Maintain the detail about transfer, promotion and leave of personnel.

· Training and development of human resource.

· Keeping employee records and personal file.

· Taking disciplinary action if necessary.

2.8.10. CREDIT CARD DIVISION

In 1999 PBL obtained the membership of Master Card and a separate division has been assigned to look after the credit card operation. There are four types of credit card, Local Silver Credit Card, International Silver Credit Card, Local Gold Credit Card, International Gold Credit Card.  

2.8.11. RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

This division is maintained to do the research and development work to innovate new products and services as well as to improve existing products and services.

2.8.12. COMMITTEES AND GROUP DIVISION

Prime Bank Limited has both democratic and consultative decision making process. The subordinates are given chance to participate in the goal and objective setting of the bank. In this regard, there are three committees functioning in the bank. These are:

POLICY COMMITTEE: In this case, the committee members are drawn from the Board of Directors. The committee reviews the principles, policies rules and gives a decision, which later requires the approval of the Board.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE: This committee consists of the members of the Board. To approve the matters beyond the delegation of the board, this committee exercises the power delegated by the Board from time to time.

MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE: This committee consists of the Managing Directors and Head Office Executives. They discuss about the progress and improvement on the guidelines regarding deposit, loans, gives different ideas, decision regarding various issues.

2.8.13 Financial Administration Department (FAD)

The financial analysis and proper administration of Prime Bank Ltd is largely dependent on its FAD (financial administration department). This department coordinate various financial functions as well as the new development of the banks product. Thus the brands, marketing, R&D comprises the FAD department.
2.8.14 MIS Unit
The recent extension of the bank’s organogram is its MIS unit. This unit is directly handled by the Managing Director. Thus the reporting authority of this department is also the MD of the bank. The main function of this unit is to collect the banks internal information as well as the external. And these collections are directed to make the bank more efficient through proper analysis and recommendations
3.1 Overview

Prime bank is committed to play a vital role in overall socio economy development of our country. As per its commitment, it launched “consumer Credit Scheme” in the year 1995 to enhance the living standard of the people of limited and fixed income group.

Prime Bank tries to establish the concept of “Relationship Banking”. It treats clients as its “financial Partner” and always intends to be a friend of rainy days by means of proving financing assistance in those days. It provides financing for the following purposes.

· To purchase different home appliances

· To purchase equipment for medical services

· To purchase motor vehicles

· To meet up emergency or sudden needs

· To arrange Wedding ceremony

· To enjoy vacation

· To bear edu8cational expenses of children

· To convert the vehicle engine into CNG.

3.2 Objectives of the Scheme

Prime Bank Limited started the Consumer Credit Scheme program with a view to fulfill its benevolent institutional objectives through financing the middle class limited income group.

· To ensure the credit facility to the both middle class Limited income group and upper class income group.

· To improve the living standard of limited income group through financing in purchasing necessary goods.

· To participate in the socio-economic development of the country.

3.3 Eligibility of the customer

Any interested person within the range of 25 to 60 and having a permanent job or the permanent employees of the following organization can apply for the CCS loan of Prime Bank.

· Government Organizations.

· Semi-Government and Autonomous Bodies.

· Banks, Insurances Companies or any other financial institutions.

· Armed Forces, B.D.R, Police and Ansar.

· Private Organizations having corporate structure.

· Teachers of Universities, Colleges and Schools.

· Permanent employees of locally established and renounced Public                            Limited Companies.

· Permanent employees of Multinational Companies.

· Permanent employees of Bank acceptable companies

· Professionals such as Doctors, Engineers, Lawyers, Architects, Chartered Accountants, Journalists, and self employed person etc.

3.4 Discourage list of the customer

The following are the people who should be discouraged in extending credit facilities under this scheme:

· The employees of frequently transferable services.

· The employees of the enterprises which are not of good reputation.

· Employees having take home salary less than Tk. 10,000 per month.

3.5 Products of Prime Bank Limited

The products of Prime Bank with their financing items under CCS loan are given below: 

· Household Durable Loan: Motor Cycle, Personal Computer, Photocopier, Fax machine, Small PABX system, Television, Mobile Phone set, Refrigerator, Audio-video equipment, Other home electric appliances, Furniture and any other household items.

· Car Loan: Car, Jeep, Station Jeep, Pick up Van, Cover Van, Bus, Truck, Ambulance and any other vehicle for own use.

· Doctors Loan: For the Doctors only.

· Advance Against Salary: Any qualified person

· Education Loan: For Study purpose only

· Travel Loan: For traveling purpose,

· Wedding loan: For wedding only.

· CNG Conversion Loan: To convert into CNG

· Any Purpose Loan: For emergency need

· Hospitalization Loan: For treatment in hospital

3.6 Credit Limit, Period of Loan, Down payment

Under CCS program of Prime Bank Limited a borrower can get maximum of taka 50,00,000 and minimum Tk. 10,000. The down payment is 10% of the loan for each product.

3.7 Interest and other charges

The interest rate is 17% for the all products. And Prime Bank charges 1% service charge and 1% risk fund for all products other than for Car loan, Doctor’s loan, Advance against salary and CNG Conversion loan.

3.8 Application procedure

The intending client will have to apply for the credit in Bank’s printed application form, which is available in respective Branch. Customers will submit the application form dully filed-in with 2(two) photograph and signed along with quotation for purchase of desired article or any other relevant documents.

The customers’ name/other name(s) including nickname, if any should be mentioned in every loan application.

3.9 Processing of applications

On proper scrutiny of the application, branch will inform the initial decision (acceptable for processing /decline) to the applicant within 3(three) working days from the date of receiving application.

Applicant will submit the above dully filed-in with the following additional papers.

· Salary certificate for service holders.

· Trade license and TIN Certificate (if any) for businessperson.

· TIN Certificate of applicants for vehicle loan (compulsory)

· Bank statement of last six month.

· Attested photocopies of current tax receipt, electric bill etc & lease agreement (if any) when the source of income is house rent as a landlord.

Branch will inspect the given information with respect to eligibility, feasibility and security. After completion of all necessary formalities, Branch shall disburse the loan or refuse the proposal within 7(seven) working days from receiving the additional papers. Price of the items (Down payment + loan amount) should be given to the respective supplier through Payment order (PO) after completion of necessary documentation.

3.10.  Documents

For execution of CCS loan, Bank usually uses two types’ documents. One is application from and other one is charge document. Details of these documents are given below.

Application Form:

The contents of application form for CCS loan of different banks are almost the same and these are as follows.

Personal Details of Applicant (s): The applicant’s personal information is written down here.

Employment Details: In this section, applicant has to specify the details about his employment (Name of the Company where he belongs, designation, years of service, salary etc.)

Loan Details: Amount of Loan, Period, Interest, Equity, Mode of Repayment, Security and Other charges are to be mentioned.
Financial Details: Total assets, Total liabilities, Monthly income, Monthly expenses and all other financial details of the applicant have to be mentioned.
Particulars of Guarantors: Details of Guarantors with their Job details are to be stated here.
Quotation: Quotation contains the details descriptions of the goods, brand, model, size, manufacturer, price and details of supplier.
Letter of assurance: This is the assurance of the working organization of the client to pay the installment on behalf of the client in case of the client fails to repay.
Declaration: This the declaration of the borrower that all the information regarding the quotation of goods is correct and s/he agrees with all terms and conditions of the Bank.
Certification of the organization: In this section the working organization will certify that the borrower is the employee of the organization.
Photograph: Two copies of photograph are required for each client.
Charge Documents

Charge documents are set for documents that contain different rules, terms and conditions. If the borrower of CCS loan agrees with all tese terms and conditions regarding the loan s/he needs to sign all the documents. If any disagreements or irregularity occurs in future, these documents will be exercised to suit against the borrower.

Before the disbursement of CCS loan, the following documents must be signed by clients. 

The stamps needed for these documents are paid by the clients.

Letter of Guarantee: This letter of guarantee is two sided. One is borrower side guarantee and another one is guarantor side guarantee. Borrower side guarantee consists of agreement of all terms and conditions of Bank as well as assurance of proper repayment of installment. Guarantor side guarantee is the undertaking by the guarantor to pay the installments is case of failure of the client.
Letter of Hypothecation: It signifies that the goods/items are hypothecated to the Bank.
Demand Promissory Note: It is the promise of borrower to pay on demand to the Bank the overdue or total outstanding if necessary.
Letter of Installment: In this documents borrower promise to pay all regular and irregular installments in due time.
Letter of Disbursement: This is the declaration of disbursement of Loan to the borrower.
Letter of agreement: This is the agreement that the borrower is bound to pay all dues together with all other charges and the borrower gives the bank the authority to discharge the agreements any time due to the fault in borrower side.
Letter of Authority: This is the letter the borrower gives the Bank the Authority to debit the account if necessary.

3.11. Mode of Repayment

Repayment of loans including accrued interest will be made by equal monthly installments, which will start from the following month of the disbursement of loan. Before disbursement of loan, the customer will deposit crossed cheque covering the total number of monthly installments in favor of Bank which will have to be presented for collection on the due date. Installment will be paid within 7th day of each month. However, prepayment is allowed.

3.12 Other Conditions

· Customer will bear the license fee, registration fee, insurance charge etc, if any, in respect of the articles.

· Customer will bear the expenses for necessary repair and maintenance of the articles during the period loan.

· After delivery of the articles, the respective customer shall remain responsible if the articles are broken, stolen or damaged. The articles shall be used by the customer with optimum care, caution and prudence and he will be liable for compensation or replacement etc. for any damaged caused due to this negligence, carelessness and inefficient handling. In the event of the articles being lost or totally damaged and become irreparable due to his negligence, careless ness and inefficient handling, he will be liable to adjust Bank’s due i.e. outstanding principal, interest and other charges on demand.

· Customer will inform the Bank of any Change of his address immediately after the change.

· The articles shall remain in sole control and custody of the customer who will not let out, lend, resell or transfer the possession or rights of the same to a third party under any circumstances.

· Customer will keep available all the articles supplied to him for inspection by the Bank officials or supervising agency as and when required.

· Default in payment of 3(three) consecutive installments shall render the customer liable to handover the articles of the Bank.

· In case of loan for purchase of Car loan, the registration of the vehicle loan shall be made in the sole name of the Bank/joint name of the Bank and the customer until full adjustment of the loan.

· The Registration, Blue book, Tax token, Fitness Certificate, etc for vehicles must always be kept up to date at the cost of the customer.

· The vehicles must be covered by comprehensive insurance policy to be taken by the customer on his own expenses.

· No additional amount will be paid by bank for repairing or any other purpose for which credit was allowed.

3.13 Judgment process of credit proposal under CCS

Loan and Advances are the main form of asset of a bank. I is very crucial for any bank because it generates the greatest part of revenue for a bank. Within the total credit portfolio consumer credit is the most popular form of credit because it is easily recoverable. To disburse the loan, the credit officer has to verify the potential borrower’s income, expenditure pattern, type of service etc to select the appropriate borrower. The factors, which are considered in this process are stated below:

3.13.1 Borrower’s income

It is the vital factor for selecting a borrower. To gather required information in his regard, the borrower is requested to allow the credit officer to verify the following subject matters:

· Place of employment

· The stated Salary

· The continuity of Existing job

· Income from part time employment

· Spouse’s income

· Income from rentals

· Dividend or interest

· Children’s support

Besides these the credit officer also verifies borrower’s income from the TIN certificate, tax return and salary statement etc.

3.13.2. Estimated Housing Expenses

The credit officer tries to evaluate the expenditure pattern as well as monthly living expenditure with the help of the following information:

· Children’s educational expenses

· House rent

· Interest payment on previous borrowing

· Interest payment for the loan which is under consideration

3.13.3. Location

The location of the borrower is an important factor for selecting any borrower. If the location of the borrower is far from the bank, the physical communication becomes though for the bank. So bank likes to provide loan to those who stay near to the bank’s branch.

3.13.4.Assessment of credit History

The credit officer evaluates the credit history of a potential borrower with the help of the CIB report and with the inquiry of his or her Business community.

3.13.5. Social Status

Social status of a borrower is to be verified from the following information:

· Ownership of a car

· Ownership of a House in the metropolitan area

· Holding a land phone in residence

· Holding a passport, TIN certificate

· Membership of a first club

· Marital status

3.13.6 Guarantors Status

Under the CCS, credit is offered by taking personal guarantors from a third party. The guarantor will be liable for the default of loan. So guarantor’s designation, type of job, monthly salary, period of service, office address, and the consent of the guarantors regarding the matters are evaluated.

3.14 Loan Amortization

Prime Bank uses the most common loan amortization method that is “Capital Recovery Method”. Under this method constant monthly payment is calculated on an original loan amount at affixed interest for a given term.

Example


Loan Amount: BDT 100,000 (PV)


Interest rate: 17%(r)


Number of Installments (montly): 24


So monthly install will be: PV/*MPVIFA@17%,  24 months)


So Monthly installment: 100,000/20.62423451=BDT 4843.66/Month

4.1. 1. First Information Sheet (FIS)

First Information Sheet (FIS) is the prescribed form provided by the respective branch that contains Prime information of the borrower. It contains following particulars

i. Name of the concern with its factory location, Office address and Tel No.

ii. Name of the main sponsors with their educational qualification.

iii. Business experience of the sponsors, details of past and present business, its achievement and failures, name of all the concerns wherein the sponsors have involvement.

iv. Income tax registration no. with the amount of tax paid for the last three years.

v. Details of unencumbered assets (movable & immovable) personally owned by the sponsors.

vi. Details of liabilities with other banks and financial institutions including securities held there against.

vii. Purpose of Consumers’ Credit sought from PRIME Bank

viii. Estimated cost of the project & means of finance.

4.1. 2. Application for Consumers’ Credit Line

After receiving the first information sheet from the borrower Bank official verifies all the information carefully. He also checks the account maintains by the borrower with the Bank. If the official become satisfied then he gives application for Consumers’ Credit line form to the prospective borrower. The Application for Consumers’ Credit Lines Contain the following particulars:

i. Name, address, telephone, telex no. & cable address.

ii. Names and net worth of owners with background & relationship with each other (Net worth statement of the person).

iii. Details of properties/assets of the applicant, with valuation against each type of property/assets and details of charges against them.

iv. Names and addresses of  subsidiaries/affiliates/allied concerns, stating relationship with applicant, nature of business and borrowings from banks against each (including BCCI)

v. Nature & details of business.

vi. Names & address of other bankers, sanctioned facilities & liabilities outstanding with details of securities there-against.

vii. Type, extent and period of Consumers’ Credit facilities required.

viii. Purpose of facility, repayment arrangement (with dates and amount), sources of repayment;

ix. Details of securities offered & any other relevant information.

4.1. 3. Selection of right borrower

The borrower has to be Consumers’ Credit worthy and competent enough to run the proposed facility. Following are the considerations-

· Preference given for educated / knowledgeable persons, who know about their business concern, have technically know-how and expertise in the field of proposed industry;

· Who have own land and building for running the project;

· Client with innovative ideas;

· Client must have net worth more than 2.5 times of the equity required for investment in the project;

· Who have good dealings with the bankers /outside parties and has social contacts and standings;

· Have an a/c with PRIME Bank Mirpur Branch;

4.1. 4. Head Office Approval

Exceeding a certain limit of Consumers credit need head office approval. The respective officer of Head Office appraises the project by preparing a summary named “Top Sheet” or “Executive Summary”. Then he sends it to the Head Office Credit Committee (HOCC) for the approval of the Consumers’ Credit. The Head Office  Credit Committee (HOCC) considers the proposal and takes decision whether to approve the Consumers’ Credit or not. If the Consumers’ Credit is approved by the HOCC, the HO sends the approval to the concerned branch with some conditions. These are like:

· Drawing will not exceed the amount of bill receivables.

· All other terms and conditions, as per policy and practice of the bank for such advance to safeguard the banker’s interest shall also be applicable for this sanction also.

· Bank may charge/ alter/ cancel any clause (s) of the sanction without assigning any reason whatsoever and that shall be binding upon the client unconditionally.

· Branch shall not exceed the sanctioned limit.

· Required charge documents with duly stamped should be obtained.

· Drawing shall be allowed only after completion of formalities and other security arrangement.
4.1. 5. Sanction Letter

After getting the approval from the HO, the branch issues the sanction letter to the borrower. A sanction letter contains the following particulars amongst other details:

a) Name of borrower.

b) Managing partner

c) Nature of Facility

d) Amount

e) Expiry

f) Rate of interest

g) Purpose

h) Security

i) Other terms and conditions: Other terms and conditions are like-

i) Before availing the Consumers’ Credit all documentation formalities must be completed.

ii) Registered power of attorney in favor of PRIME bank to sell the mortgaged property without the consent of the court or owner of the lender.

iii) DP note and other usual charge documents/ undertakings etc. duly stamped must be signed and submitted to the authority before the disbursement of Consumers’ Credit.

iv) The Consumers’ Credit shall be governed by all other terms and conditions as per policy and practices of the bank which will be applicable for the sanction to safe guard interest of the bank.

v) The bank reserves the right to amend, modify or withdraw any or all the terms of the Consumers’ Credit at any time without assigning any reason whatsoever or to terminate/ call back the Consumers’ Credit facility at any time for which bank or its official cannot be held responsible for any loss (s) for such cancellation of the Consumers’ Credit.

The borrower receives the letter and returns a copy of this letter duly signed by him as a token of having understood and acceptance of the terms and conditions above.

4.1. 6. Documentation of Consumers’ Credit and advances

In spite of the fact that banker lends Consumers’ Credit to a borrower after inquiring about the character, capacity and capital of the borrower, he must obtain proper documents executed from the borrower to protect him against willful defaults. Moreover, when money is lent against some security of some assets, the document must be executed in order to give the banker a legal and binding charge against those assets. Documents contain the precise terms of granting Consumers’ Credit and they serve as important evidence in the law courts if the circumstances so desire. That is why all approval procedure and proper documentation shall be completed before the disbursement of the facilities. The documents for Consumers’ Credit and advances can be classified into two categories, namely Charge documents & Security documents.

4.1. 7. Mode of Charging Securities



Prime Bank Motijheel Branch practices these two types of securities. 

1. Primary securities: – Cash or cash equivalent that is easily liquidated or convertible into cash. Example–FDR, Sanchaypatra, DP Notes, etc.

2. Secondary securities: – These securities are tangible securities which can be realized from sale proceeds or transfer of property. 

The modes of charging securities are as follows-

a) Pledge

b) Hypothecation

c) Lien 

a. Lien: Lien is the right to retain possession and not right of ownership. Bank’s lien is general lien over its own financial obligation to clients. Property under lien cannot be realized/sold and proceeds thereof cannot be appropriated without notice to the owner and sometimes without court’s order.  

b. Hypothecation: This is mortgage of movables by an agreement and here neither possession nor ownership is transferred. Hypothecated goods cannot be sold out/disposed off without notice and court’s order. However, if a special power of attorney is taken in that case can be disposed off without going to the court. 

c. Pledge: Pledge is the bailment of goods as security for payment of a debt or performance of promise. Here, title and ownership are not transferred. Pledge goods may be sold out and proceeds thereof may be appropriated towards adjustment of Liability in case of failure of the borrower to repay or fulfill the terms and conditions. 

4.1. 8. Disbursement

After verifying all the documents the branch disburses the Consumers’ Credit to the borrower. A Consumers’ Credit repayment schedule also prepared by the bank and given to the borrower.

4.1. 9. Follow-up

After the disbursement of the Consumers’ Credit bank officials' time to time monitor the Consumers’ Credit by physical observation of the activities of the party. 
4.2. Consumers’ Credit Classification 

Classification procedure for all types of bank Consumers’ Credit including industrial Credit is governed by the guidelines contained in the Circular issued by Bangladesh Bank. According to the revised guidelines the principles of Consumers’ Credit classification and provisioning are defined as under:

With a view to classifying, Consumers’ Credit & advances will be categorized into four different categories. Such as:
Classification Scale 

I. Unclassified: Repayment is regular 

II. Special Mention Account: Default for consecutive three installments

III. Substandard: Repayment is irregular or stopped but has reasonable prospect of improvement and Default for consecutive six installments. 

IV. Doubtful debt: Unlikely to be repaid but special collection efforts may result in partial recovery and Default for consecutive nine installments.

V. Bad/ Loss: 
Very little chance of recovery and Default for consecutive twelve installments.

4.3.
Recovery
The Consumers’ Credit classification procedure for all types of Consumers’ Credit is governed by the guidelines contained in BRPD Circular issued by Bangladesh Bank and subsequently revised partially through BRPD Circulars. According to this circular If any borrower fails to repay his amount or installment within the following time period then it will fall under the following classification status stated above. 

4.4.
Legal Framework For Consumers’ Credit Recovery

After being classified, bank goes for Consumers’ Credit recovery by legal action. Head office appoints legal advisers and advises to the branch to file a suit against the defaulted Consumers’ Creditor. PRIME Bank generally suits files under the Artha Rin Adalat 1990. Besides, other Consumers’ Credit recovery acts are as follows :

1. Public Demand Recovery Act-1913.

2. Bankruptcy Act-1997.

3. Negotiable Instrument Act-1881 section 138 for insufficient fund (In case of term Consumers’ Credit).

4.5.
 FACTORS LIMITING THE LEVEL OF A BANKS CONSUMERS’ CREDIT

i. The size and maturity-wise pattern of deposits: The primary source of funds is the deposits made by the depositors. Their size and maturity-wise pattern has an impact on the level of a bank’s advances. Bank’s capacity to grant loans and advances increases with an increase in deposit resources moreover, the maturity-wise pattern of such deposits affects the pattern of advances. In case of demand liabilities, the banker is under an obligation to repay the fund on demand and hence he needs larger cash reserve. 

ii. Consumers’ Credit Control by Reserve Bank. The capacity of banks to provide loans and advances depends on their cash resources (i.e. cash in hand and balances with the Reserve Bank). The cash resources increase through 1. Rise in deposits, or 2. By they’re borrowing from the Reserve Bank, or 3. By sale of their investments. The Reserve bank regulates the quantum of cash resources of the banks by exercising the power conferred upon it. If it feels the necessity of expansion of Consumers’ Credit, measures are adopted to increase bank’s cash resources and vice-versa. 

iii. Seasonal variations in Bank Consumers’ Credit. An important feature of bank Consumers’ Credit in an agricultural country like ours is the seasonal variations in the quantum of Consumers’ Credit granted by banks. 

iv. The Demand of Consumers’ Credit. The expansion or contraction of Consumers’ Credit largely depends on the demand for bank Consumers’ Credit by borrowers

A banker should always keep in min the above limiting factors of issuing Consumers’ Credit.  Good Consumers’ Credit management in case of issuing Consumers’ Credit means granting Consumers’ Credit by considering the above limiting factor. The banker who can manage the above limiting factors he is called an effective Consumers’ Credit manager/supervisor. 

4.6.
MANAGEMENT OF CONSUMERS’ CREDIT BY TAKING SECURITY.

In the employment of his funds a banker generally attaches great significance to the consideration of security. Largely depending upon the borrowed funds, a banker cannot afford to take undue risks. He, therefore, safeguards his interests by granting loans an advances on the security of tangible assts, i.e. a large variety of goods and commodities, documents and immovable property. Secured advances account for a major option of the total bank advances. In case of secured advances, a charge is created over the assets of the borrower in favor of the banker. The banker may, therefore recover his dues from the customer out of the sale proceeds of the assets charged to him.

4.7.
 General Principles of Secured Advances

While granting advances on the basis of securities offered by customers, a banker should observe the following basic principles:

4.7.1. Adequacy of Margin

The word ‘margin’ has special meaning and significance in the banking business. In banking terminology, ‘margin’ means the deference between the market value of the security and the amount of the advance granted against it. For example, if banker sanctions an advance to Tk. 70 against the security of goods worth Tk. 100, the difference between the two is called the margin. A banker always deeps an adequate margin because of the following reasons. 

i. The market value of securities is liable to fluctuations in future with the result that the banker’s secured loans may turn into party secured ones. 

ii. The liability of the borrower towards the banker increases gradually as interest accrues and other charges become payable by him. 

Factors Determining Margin

The quantum of margin is not uniform in case of all commodities or in case of all customers. The following factors determine the margin:

i. The amount of margin depends upon the likely fluctuations in the prices of the various commodities. 

ii. In case of shares of industrial concerns the financial position and reputation of the issuing undertaking is also taken into account. Shares of sound industrial concerns are treated as good as government securities and lower margin is required. 

iii. Margins are fixed keeping in view the Consumers’ Credit an reputation of the borrower-concern. 

iv. The margin, determined at the time of sanctioning an advance, may be raised or reduced subsequently according to the variation in the prices of the securities. 

v. In case of commodities, which are subject to selective Consumers’ Credit control of the Central Bank, margins are usually prescribed by the Central Bank from time to time. It is essential for the banks to deep such margins. 

4.7.2.
Marketability of Securities

Consumers’ Credits are usually granted for short periods by the commercial banks because their deposit resources (except term deposits) are either repayable on demand or at short notice. If the customer defaults in making payment, the banker has to liquidate the security. It is, therefore, essential that the security offered by a borrower may be disposed of without loss of time and money. A banker should be very cautious in accepting assets, which are not easily marketable.

It is proverbially said “a banker lends his umbrella when the sky is clear an demands it back as soon as it rains.” 

4.7.3. 
Documentation

Documentation means that necessary documents, e.g. Agreement of pledge or mortgage, etc, are prepared and signed by the borrower at the time of securing a loan from the bank.

4.7.4.
 Realization of the Consumers’ Credit

If the borrower defaults in making payment on the specified date, the banker may realize his debt from the sale proceeds of the securities pledged to him. 

4.8.
  PRECAUTIONS REGARDING SECURITY TO BE TAKEN BY A BANKER

Goods and commodities are safe, sound and dependable securities for a banker but they are not always free from certain risks. A banker should, therefore, be very careful in accepting them as security and take the following precautions:

1. Though the goods and commodities are the best securities to a banker for granting loans, the customer is also equally important. The customer must be honest and trustworthy otherwise the risks of fraud or dishonest practices always remain. 

2. Before accepting any commodity as security the banker must be well acquainted with the nature of its demand. He must enquire whether the commodity is an item of necessity, comfort or luxury and whether its demand is elastic or otherwise, is constant through out the year or is seasonal in nature.

3. The banker must be well acquainted with the commodity market. He should know well the commodities offered as security, the conditions and customer of their trades and also the trend of their prices in the market. Such knowledge is essential for him to regulate the margins to be maintained.     

4. The market should take delivery of the goods before he grants a loan against it to a customer.

5. The banker should estimate the value of the goods very carefully.

6. The banker should also take necessary care regarding the storage of the goods pledged.

7. The goods should be duly and adequately insured against fire, theft, etc.

8. As the borrower is allowed by the banker to repay the loan in parts also and to get the commodities released, it is very important for the banker to ensure that goods released should be in proportion to the amount of the loan repaid by the customer.

4.9. MANAGEMENT OF CONSUMERS’ CREDIT AGAINST DOCUMENT OF TITLE OF GOODS.

A document of title to goods is a document used in the ordinary course of business as a proof of the possession or control of goods. It authorizes, either by endorsement or by delivery, the processor of the document to transfer or receive the goods represented by it.

There are two tests by which we may judge the validity of such a document:

a) The person who possesses such document is recognized by law or by business practice as possessing the actual goods: and

b) The person who possesses such document can transfer the goods to any person by endorsement or delivery or by both. Te transferee is thus entitled to take delivery of the goods in his own right. 

4.10.
 PRECAUTION REGARDING LOANS TO BE TAKEN BY THE BANKER

1. In order to avoid risks of fraud or dishonesty, the banker should accept such documents a security from honest, reliable and trusted parties only. 

2. Special care should be taken to see that documents are genuine and not forged ones. 

3. It should be carefully noted that documents of title do not contain any onerous or prejudicial remark about packing of the goods. If the documents contain a remark to this effect, such as “Packing defective” or “Goods not properly packed” or “The container leaking”, the banker should not grant any advance against such receipt. 

4. The goods must be insured for its full value against the risks of fire, theft, etc. 

5. To ensure that the goods packed in bags, etc. actually conform to the description contained in the documents, it is described that a certificate from a reliable firm of packers is obtained, especially in case of valuable goods.

6. The banker should also take memorandum of charge from the borrower authorizing the banker to sell the goods if the borrower defaults in making payment. 

7. It is also essential that the issuer of the document of title to goods, i.e. transport, warehouseman, etc., is a reliable person of firm.
4.11.
  MANAGEMENT OF PROBLEM LOANS
Problem loans usually means the borrower has missed one or more promised payments or the collateral pledged behind a loan has declined significantly in value. 

4.12.
 Symptoms of Problem Loans
While each problem loan situation is somewhat different, several features common to most such situation should warn a banker that troubles have set in:

· Irregular or delinquent loan payments. 

· Frequent alteration in loan terms.

· Poor loan renewal record (with little reduction of principal each time the loan is renewed).

· Unusual high loan rate (perhaps an attempt to compensate the bank for a high – risk loan).

· Unusual or unexpected build up of the borrowing customer’s accounts receivable and /or inventories.

· Rising debt –to-net-worth (leverage) ratio.

· Missing documentation (especially missing customer financial statements).

· Poor quality collateral.

· Reliance on reappraisals of assets to increase the borrowing customers net worth.

· Absence of cash flow statements or projections.

· Customer reliance on nonrecurring sources of funds to met loan payments (e.g., selling buildings or equipment).

· For business loan, any sudden change in methods used by the borrowing firm to account for:

· Depreciation

· Make pension plan contributions.

· Value inventories 

· Account for taxes or

· Recognize income 

· Change in the Credit ratings

· Adverse change in the price of borrowing customer’s stock.

· Net earnings losses in one or more years, especially as measured by ROA, ROE and EBIT.

· Adverse changes in the borrowers capital structures.

· Deviations of actual sales or flow form those projected when the loan was requested.

· Sudden, unexpected and unexplained changes in deposit balances maintained by the customer.
4.13.
CAUSES OF PROBLEMS LOANS 

Empirical studies show that loans fall into problems owing to the following causes:

· Unrealistically structured loan installment.

· Unusually high interest rate.

· Adverse change in the price of borrowing customer’s stick.

· Net earnings losses in one or more years, especially as measured by ROA, ROE and EBIT. 

· Adverse changes in the borrowers capital structures. 

· Incompetent management.

· Dishonesty and immorality of the client.

· Sudden rise in corporate tax rate.

· Fresh imposition of excise or sales tax on client’s products.

· Loss of market share of the client.

· General economic recession.

· Obsolescence of the client’s product causing a fall in demand thereof.

· Window dressing of financial accounts.

· Major contract loss.

· Significant rise business competition.

· Procrastination in project implementation. 

· Erroneous project feasibility analysis.

· Borrower’s reluctance to pay off the loan.

· Loop holes in the stipulated loan contract.

· Lower equity of the borrower in the pledged collateral.

· Political pressure. 

· Corrupted loan recovery officer. 

4.14. STEPS TO HANDLE PROBLEM LOANS 

What a banker should do when a loan is in trouble is of supreme importance for today’s bank lending operations. Experts in loan workouts the process of recovering the bank’s funds from a problem loan situation-suggest the following key steps: 

1. Always keeps the goal of loan workouts firmly in mind: to maximize the bank’s chances for the full recovery of its funds.

2. The rapid detection and reporting of any problems with a loan are essential. Delay often worsened problem loan situation. 

3. Keep the loan workout responsibility separate from the lending function of avoid possible conflicts of interest for the loan officer. 

4. Bank workout specialists should confer with the troubled customer quickly on possible options, especially for cutting expenses, increasing cash flow and improving management control. Precede this meting with a preliminary analysis of the problem and its possible causes noting any-special workout problems (including the presence of competing Consumers’ Creditors). Develop a preliminary plan of action after determining the bank’s risk exposure and the sufficiency of loan documents especially any claims against the customer’s collateral other that held by the bank. 

5. Estimate what resources are available to collect the trouble loan (including the estimated liquidation values of assets an deposits).

6. Loan workout personal should conduct a tax and litigation search to see if the borrower has other unpaid obligations. 

7. For business borrowers, bank loan personnel must evaluate the quality competence and integrity of current management and visit the site to assess the borrower’s property and operations.

8. Bank workout professional must consider all reasonable alternatives for cleaning up the troubled loan including making a new temporary agreement if loan problems appear to be short-term in nature or finding a way to help the customer strengthen cash flow 

Of course, the preferred option nearly always is to see a revised loan agreement that gives both the bank and its customer the chance to restore normal operations.  

4.15.
PROGRAMS FOR LOAN RECOVERY

It is the subsequent step of programs for loan distribution. The detailed programs for loan recovery are stated within the terms and conditions of loan distribution. As a result, it is not a new subject in sound Consumers’ Credit management. To maximize the loan recovery performance the following programs should be taken:

i. To establish Consumers’ Credit supervision and monitoring cell in the bank.

ii. To re-structure the loan sanctioning and distributing policy of the bank.

iii. To sanction loans and advances against sufficient securities as best possible. 

iv. To give more posers to the branch manger in Consumers’ Credit management decisions making process. 

v. To offer a package of incentives to the sound borrowers.

vi. To give more emphasis on short-term loans an advances.

vii. To impose restrictions on loans and advances for trading business. 

To take legal actions quickly against un-sound borrowers as best as possible within the period specified by the Law of Limitations.
